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Begin the body of your paper or essay here.  Essays should have a well developed, clear introduction, thesis statement, body, and conclusion.   Your thesis statement is one sentence that sums up your entire paper.   Standard Academic English is required for all written work. The use of internet or texting shorthand is strictly forbidden; you must spell out all of your words.  Additionally, spelling, grammar, and mechanics count as 25% of the final grade on all written rubrics.  For example, if your paper is perfect in terms of content however it is full of spelling, grammar, and mechanical mistakes, the highest possible grade to be earned would be a 75% (a ‘C’).
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You must always cite your sources.  All sources must be cited in APA format both within the body of your paper and in the Reference page.  There are numerous websites available for free that will demonstrate how to cite any possible source.  If the internet is not for you, you can purchase a copy of the APA Publication Manual, Fifth Edition from any number of local bookstores or from an online source.
